Because the pattern of female offending is often different than the pattern of male
offending, in terms of type of victim, reasons for committing the offense, and history of the offender, women may need
treatment interventions that are tailored to their particular issues and needs. Charlene Steen's Choices: A Relapse
Prevention Workbook for Female Offenders is intended to provide this gender-specific treatment. Designed to be used as
a part of a comprehensive treatment program that includes both individual and group therapy components, it is touted as
the first treatment workbook written specifically for female offenders. It serves as a valuable resource and one that is very
much needed in the field of sex offender treatment. Choices is a useful and effective tool for practitioners working with
female sex offenders.
