Anna Nicole Smith, 39, dies in Florida

HOLLYWOOD, Fla. — Anna Nicole Smith, the former Playboy playmate whose bizarre life careened from marrying an
octogenarian billionaire to the untimely death of her son, died today after collapsing at a South Florida hotel, one of her
lawyers said.





Smith, 39, collapsed and was unresponsive while staying at the Seminole Hard Rock Cafe Hotel and Casino, said the
attorney, Ron Rale. She was rushed to a hospital.



"She checked in Monday at 8 p.m. as a guest. She was due to check out tomorrow," said Danielle Giordaano, a
spokeswoman for the hotel.



Smith had been a tabloid staple even before she became Playboy's playmate of the year in 1993. Readers were
fascinated by her bombshell good looks, her marriage to an elderly billionaire and subsequent court fight over his estate,
her weight fluctuations, and last year, the sudden death of her 20-year-old son, Daniel Smith.



A former topless dancer, she made her name squeezing into Guess jeans. She resembled the late actress Marilyn
Monroe, a similarity played up in her Guess magazine ads, billboards and department store displays.



In 1994, she married 89-year-old oil tycoon J. Howard Marshall II, the head of oil-based Koch Industries, which is part of
a family fortune worth at least $400 million.



He died in 1995, setting off a feud with her former stepson, E. Pierce Marshall, over whether she had a right to his estate.



A federal court in California awarded Smith $474 million in a complicated legal twist that began after she declared
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bankruptcy. That was later overturned.



But in May, the U.S. Supreme Court revived her case, ruling that she deserved another day in court in her battle with her
former stepson.



The justices said only that federal courts in California could deal with her case despite a Texas state court ruling that
Marshall was the sole heir to the estate.



Then, the stepson died June 20 at age 67. But the family said the court fight would continue.



Daniel Smith died Sept. 10 in his mother's hospital room in the Bahamas, just days after she gave birth to a daughter.



An American medical examiner hired by the family, Cyril Wecht, said he had methadone and two antidepressants in his
system when he died. Low levels of the three drugs interacted to cause an accidental death, Wecht said.



Meanwhile, the paternity of her now 5-month-old daughter remained a matter of dispute.



She was born Vickie Lynn Hogan on Nov. 28, 1967, in Houston, one of six children of Donald Eugene and Virgie Hart
Hogan.



She married Bill Smith in 1985, giving birth to Daniel before divorcing two years later.

She definitely was an opportunist, which is not the side of her that people automatically think of, since she also seemed
to be so controlled by outside influences, drugs, men, lawyers, money. But she did take advantage of others too. And the
mother's disapproval makes perfect sense. What mother would approve? It's not clear to me though what the mother did
to help Anna - or whether she had the chance to do that after Anna cut her out of her life.  I have never heard details of
why Anna expressed such antagonism, even hatred toward her mother - but at the same time, she allowed her mother to
take care of the son for years. But as TigerRose says, Anna was abandoned by her father, and sometimes a child who is
abandoned by one parent villifies the parent who stays, and romanticizes or blocks out the one who left. After all, the
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parent who stays may be angry and depressed, and ends up doing all the discipline and dirty work, which doesn't endear
them to the child. It's easier to romanticize the missing parent - or hate the one who is present -than to face the pain of
the abandonment head on. Instead she seemed to look for replacement-men to love and validate her. 



I feel sadness for Anna's son and the life he led, and now for the baby daughter who is faced with the same legacy of a
missing parent.

"I kind of wear two different hats for Anna Nicole. One is lawyer and the other is friend," Stern told Access Hollywood's

The older couple I saw on a show this week said that the women
found Anna..and she was reporting her experience.  The man sitting next to her was an older black gentleman and
supposedly was her husband.. Well, one report said the bodyguard and the so called nurse were married to one
another.. and I just assumed that was the same gentleman that came in to do CPR..



Now this beefy guy named Moe has come forward.. I still haven't actually seen his story yet..  



Some of the contradictions in the stories are  pretty strange.  They said she was found collapsed.. then it was she was
found in bed.. She had a raging fever and being iced down.. shortly before (yet left unattended)..   Another report said
that the fever had broken the night before and the 'nurse' called Anna that morning to see how she was.. and she
supposedly was feeling better and had eaten something.

But as executor, Howard would have still rec'd something.. a percentage I think..  I think they are talking about making
the 2nd executor in charge now.. which is Anna's and Stern's lawyer.   Just doesn't look like the will was thought out very
well.   When my husband and I made a will when our children were young...(in the event something happened to us and
to designate care and the providing of our children) the lawyer we had suggested to us to make several provisions that
would cover various possible circumstances.  If we died, if one of us died.. if all of our family died.. I've been telling my
husband we need to update it  now that our children are of age..   But my point being, is that Anna had a very
shortsighted will... 



I wonder what type of law Stern specialized in?  



I don't know what to think of him anymore.. There just seems to be so much conflicting information as well as alot of
circumstantial evidence.    But the actions of the last 6-9 months are particularly bothersome.   A good personal lawyer
and friend would have seen to it that this document was updated periodically.   But she was so far out of it... who knows..
  In the last 6-9 months they moved to the Bahamas, she set up residency, had her baby, son dies (a few hours after
being picked up at the airport by Stern), Stern becomes the father suddenly and Bahamian law recognizes him as the
legal father.. and then a pseudo wedding..  and all the while Anna is spiraling deeper and deeper into depression and
substance abuse..   All the while he is setting up interviews, and selling pictures... to help keep them afloat financially.   
He sure had his hands full... It must have been love or insanity!  Or as I have suggested maybe he had alot at stake.  
Hopefully everything is sorted out and investigated.  



Doesn't an executor have control of the money?   Does anyone know how much an executor gets for doing his job?  



Have others heard about Anna planning for her death.. She ordered a dress made?   Wouldn't you think that priorities to
get her help would be in order rather than buying  a boat in Florida?   IF she was intent on committing suicide..  she
probably could care less about a boat.
